Uéel / Mission

V posledni dobé je ziejmé, ze vymahani soutéznfho prava provadéné spravnimi ufady
(vnitrostatnimi antimonopolnimi ufady a Evropskou komisi) neni samo o sobé dostate¢né
efektivni,.V Evropé sili presvédéeni o nutnosti vymahdni soutéZntho priva - zejména
prostednictvim zalob na ndhradu $kody. Tuto tendenci podporuje i Evropsky soudni dvir, ktery ve
svém rozsudku Courage uvedl, Ze nemoznost domdhat se ndhrady $kody z poruseni soutézniho prava
by zpochybnila plnou uc¢innost soutézniho prava. Nedostate¢nd pravni Uprava vsak brani tomu, aby
se ze 7alob na nihradu $kody stal hodnotny doplnék vetfejnopravniho vymahani. Uéelem této
konference je identifikovat tyto piekazky a diskutovat o modelu soukromého vymahdni soutézniho
prava pro EU a CR.

Recently, it became clear that the enforcement of antitrust law through national or EC competition
authorities is not sufficiently effective. This has invoked calls for a stronger involvement of private
subjects through damage claims. Moreover, the EC] stated in its decision Courage that the full
effectiveness of Antitrust Law would be put at risk without a possibility for an effective claim for
damages caused by a breach of Antitrust Law. Currently, there are however several obstacles
restraining damage claims of turning into a valuable complement to public enforcement — these
constrains lie foremost in deficient regulation. The objective of this conference is to identify the
obstacles and discuss a model of private enforcement of competition law suitable for the EU and the
Czech Republic.
